1. What does the camp aide want from Elie? What does Elie decide? What is the end result? Give details. P. 48 * Include details and a quote. 

The camp aide wants Elie’s shoes in exchange for keeping him with his dad. Elie decides not to give him the shoes, but his shoes were taken in return for nothing at another pint in the story. “I can arrange it. For a pittance: your shoes. I’ll give you another pair.”
2. Describe Elie’s new job. P. 49-50 * Include details and a quote. 

Elie was placed with the orchestra block. He worked in a n electrical warehouse. HE counted bolts, bulbs, and other small electrical parts. 

“You’re a lucky little fellow,” said Hans, smiling. “You fell into a good Kommando…”

3. Why does Elie have a special connection with Yossi and Tibi? P. 50-51      * Include details.
They had many things in common, including their religious beliefs, their upbringing, as well as their parents didn’t have the courage to sell and emigrate while they still had the chance. 
4. Describe what happens between Elie and the dentist. What ends up happening to the dentist? P. 51-52 * Include details and a quote. 

The dentist is searching for a gold tooth or crown. Elie has a crown that is found and he tells the dentist that he is sick and asks to come back to get it extracted. The dentist never gets to pull his tooth because he arrested and hanged for stealing the gold for himself. “It appeared he had been dealing in the prisoners’ gold teeth for his own benefit.”
5. What happened to Elie when Idek became furious? What role did the French girl play in this scene and later on? P. 52-54 * Include details and a quote. 

Idek vents his fury on Elie for no reason. “He threw himself on me like a wild beast, beating me in the chest, on my head, throwing me to the ground and picking me up again, crushing me with ever more violent blows, until I was covered in blood.” The French girl told him not to cry and bite his lip. “Keep your anger for another day.”

6. Describe how Franek gets his hands on Elie’s gold crown. Describe the extraction too. P. 55-6 * Include a quote & details.
Franek wanted Elie’s gold crown so he began beating his father for not marching right. It continued for two weeks. Elie gave in and a dentist from Warsaw pulled out his crown with the help of a rusty spoon. Franek said, “I knew that I would win, kid. Better late than never.”

7. What secret does Elie uncover of Idek’s? Describe Elie’s punishment. P. 56-58 * Include details & a quote.
Elie finds Idek with a Polish girl at the factory fooling around. Elie saw this and laughed aloud, getting him caught. “Just you wait kid…You will see what it costs to leave your work…You’ll pay for this later…” Idek unleashes 25 whips on Elie’s back as his punishment.
8. Explain what happened to the only victim of the air raid. P. 59-61 * Include details & a quote of imagery.
“Hundreds of eyes were watching his every move. Hundreds of men were crawling with him, scraping their bodies with his on stones.” The man gets to the boiling hot cauldron and attempts to eat the hot soup. He is shot and dies. 

9. Describe the details of the first hanging. How does Elie feel about eating right after this execution? Why do you think? * Include details p. 61-63
A prisoner boy was arrested for stealing during the air raid. Elie and the other prisoners had to view him after he was hanged. “The soup tasted better than ever…”  This is probably because Elie was relieved it wasn’t him and he was happy to be fed soup because he was starving. Also, the boy died instantly.
10. Describe the details of the second hanging. How does Elie feel about eating right after this execution? Why do you think? * Include details p. 63-65
Three inmates, one being a young pipel were accused of having a large quantity of weapons in their cell. The young pipel was a small child. “But the third rop was still moving: the child, too light, was still breathing…” He remained between life and death for a half hour and all the prisoners had to view him in close range. That night the soup tasted like corpses. This was because the hanging involved a small helpless child and he was not killed instantly, instead he suffered. 

11. How is Night continued to be used as a motif in this chapter? – Include your opinion (commentary) along with some concrete details from the story. . .
