Chapter 1 Questions
Directions: Answer the following questions on a separate piece of paper. A quote may be needed to answer some questions.

1. A. Identify and give a physical description of Lennie. Include a quote.
“…a huge man, shapeless of face, with large, pale eyes, with wide, sloping shoulders; and he walked heavily, dragging his feet a little, the way a bear drags his paws” (2). 
B. Identify and give a physical description of George. Include a quote.
“The first man was small and quick, dark of face, with restless eyes and sharp, strong features” (2).
2. What is George's first complaint to Lennie? Include a quote.
He’s upset that Lennie can’t remember anything. He doesn’t remember where they are headed. “So you forgot that already, did you? I gotta tell you again, do I?” (4).
3. What trouble did George and Lennie have in Weed?
They were run out of town. Lennie did something that caused them to get chased out of town, something bad. Lennie touched a girl’s dress because it was soft.
4. What is in Lennie's pocket? Why does he have it?
Lennie has a mouse in his pocket-a dead mouse. He enjoys petting soft things.
5. George bursts into a long speech about what he could do if he were alone. What could 
      he do?
He says he could live so easy. He could take his salary and go into town and buy whatever he wanted. He could play pool, go to cathouse, or drink a gallon of whiskey.
6. Lennie offers to go away and live in a cave. What is George's response? Give a quote.
He responds by saying, “Yeah? How’d you eat. You ain’t got sense enough to find nothing to eat.” He also realizes he has been mean to Lennie and tells him to stay with him and not run off by himself. 
7. Why are George and Lennie different from the other "guys like us that work on ranches"?
They are different because they have each other. Most migrant workers are out on their own and do not have to watch over each other. George takes care of Lennie and tries to keep him out of trouble. 
8. What are George and Lennie going to do someday?
They are going to own land, some pigs and a garden with rabbits that Lennie will be able to take care of. They will have vegetables, a rabbit hutch and chickens. 
9. What two things does George want Lennie to remember?
He wants him to remember this place; he wants him to be able to follow the river to get there. He wants him to come and hide there if he gets into trouble again. 

He also wants him to remember not to speak to the Boss.

10. Why did George want to camp overnight instead of going another quarter of a mile to the ranch?
They have been walking all day and it’s getting to be night time. George wants to lay there in peace before starting at the new job in the morning. He also wants Lennie to remember this location.
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
