1. What lost opportunity does Elie experience immediately? P. 29 * Include a quote & details. 

Elie doesn’t get to say goodbye to his mother and his sister Tzipora. He didn’t know then that he left them there forever when they were separated. “I didn’t know that this was the moment in time and the place where I was leaving my mother and Tzipora forever.”

2. What lies are Elie and his father told to tell? Why do you think they are demanded to lie? What year is it now? Who must they face? P. 30-31 * Include a quote & details. 

Elie and his father were told to lie about their ages. Elie was told to say he was 18 and his father was told to say he was 15. “Do you hear? Eighteen and forty,” an inmate yelled at them. If they lie about their age they may seem more apt for work. They must face Dr. Mengele. “He looked like a typical SS officer: a cruel, though not unintelligent, face, complete with monocle. He was holding a conductor’s baton…” The year was 1944. 
3. What did Elie witness that still causes him to struggle to sleep? P. 32      * Explain with details.
He sees babies being burned in a fiery ditch. “A truck drew close and unloaded its hold: small children. Babies!”

4. What escape from this horror does Elie consider? P. 33 – Give details…
He considers killing himself. “I’ll run into the electrified barbed wire.”

5. What happens that causes Elie to become angry with God? P. 33-34        * Explain with details.
He is mad at God because of the experience at Auschwitz. He can not believe that babies are being killed and the God he once knew that was all good was allowing this to happen. He will never forget the first night at the camp. “Never shall I forget those flames that consumed my faith forever.”

6. What message does Bela Katz send to Elie and his father? Why would he share this with them? P. 35 * Explain with details.
He shares that he had to put his own father into the crematoria. “He told us he had been chosen for his strength, he had been forced to place his own father’s body into the furnace.” He wants them to know how horrific this place is what you can be made to do there.

7. Describe how the new workers were processed into the camp. P. 35-42        * Explain with details. (Include physical changes, clothing, names, treatment)
First they were told to be naked and hold their shoes and belts in hands. Then, they were shaved by the barber. Then they were told to run while they were being beaten and they were disinfected in foul smelling liquid, then a shower. They were chased out of the shower and told to run more into another barrack and they were given prison clothes to put on. These clothes didn’t fit them. Then they were herded up and placed into barracks. They had to give up their new shoes if they had any on. They were separated into job skills and broken into specific groups. They were beaten. They were tattooed with numbers. Elie became A-7713.
8. What is the message that is welded onto the iron gate at Auschwitz? P. 40        * Quote & explain. 
“Arbeit Macht Frei.” Works makes you free.

9. Who is Stein? What is he concerned about? What lesson does his story teach Elie & his father about survival in this place? P. 43-46  * Explain with details.
Stein was a relative from Antwerp. He wants to know if his family was alive and okay since he had been separated form them. He was told by Elie that he heard they were ok, although he didn’t know. Later on a transport from his hometown came and he was told the real news and he was never heard from again. This shows that you must have faith in order to survive. He believed his family was alive and had faith he would see them again, however when he found out the real news he could live any longer.
